You may not
know if it has burst until you turn it on later.

In homes with small children, it is important to avoid
holiday decorations that are breakable or contain sharp edges. Keep decorations with small parts out of
the reach of children and avoid trimmings that look like candy or food, as they may attract extra
attention from children.
