Severe Weather Tips: As we move into storm season, here is some important information to remember. 
If a tornado warning is issued:

Stop work and seek shelter, taking immediate cover in a pre-determined room/shelter. The area should be
either the lowest level of a building or the most interior room, away from windows, doors, and outside walls.
Do not open windows and doors.
Get under a sturdy table.
Cover your head and neck.
Remain in a safe area until the storm passes.

If you are outside with no shelter or sturdy structures available:
Immediately get into a vehicle, buckle your seat belt, and try to drive to the closest sturdy shelter. If your vehicle
is hit by flying debris while you are driving, pull over and park.
Take cover in a stationary vehicle. Put on the seat belt and cover your head with your arms and a blanket, coat,
or other cushion, if possible.
Lie in an area noticeably lower than the roadway level, covering your head with your arms and a blanket, coat,
or other cushion if possible.
Never seek shelter in a trailer.

Excessive Heat and Your Air Conditioning Unit:
Excessive Summer heat can make it challenging for air conditioning (AC) units to keep up with cooling demands.
When this occurs, units can freeze over and stop working, which is a common reason AC units fail when
temperatures soar.

Air conditioners are designed to lower the temperature of your home’s air by about 20 degrees. On extremely hot
and humid days, the air in your home might be warmer than usual. Let’s imagine the outside temperature is 95
degrees and your thermostat is set at 72 degrees. The air inside your home might never be able to reach 72, even
with your air conditioner running continuously.

If your air conditioner has dirty cooling coils, frozen cooling coils, low refrigerant levels, or poor airflow, the
capacity to cool air will be much smaller. To avoid problems like these, be sure to change your air filter every
month. Contact your community office about where to pick up an air filter for your home.
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
